Divide into teams into teams and giving each team a copy of the same book. Have them find the page numbers of 
particular objects, events, or people in the book.

Cub Scouts choose five simple reading books to tape for children in the hospital who are too young, too tired, or 
too sick to read on their own. The books will come from the children's hospital library so that they may listen to the 
tape and follow along with the book.
