WEATHER FACTS SKIT 
It is interesting that this planets weather extremes are in the survival range of human beings, which actually aren’t  that 

big a range in temperature or wetness.  Here are some of the records that have been set: 
1.  Hottest temperature was unofficially 136 in Libya but it reached 134 degrees in Death Valley, Calif. July 10, 1913 
      The coldest temperature was in Antartica in 1983, -128.  In the US it was in Alaska at –80 degrees 
2   The rainiest place in the world is Waialeale, Hawaii—it rains 350 days a year and gets about 460 in. of rain.. 
       Bagdad, Calif. went 767 days without rain but the record low rainfall is northern Chili, no rain fell for 14 years. 
       Washington State has the record for the most snowfall—over 960 inches in 1955-56 
3. They get the most sunshine in Yuma, AZ.  It is sunny 91% of the time. 
4. The longest lasting rainbow lasted 6 hours in Sheffield, England in 1994 but have you ever seen a moonbow? 
       Once in a while an arc of colors can be seen near the moon after a rain shower. 
5. Texas has the most tornado’s, the average is 110 a year but in 1967 there were 232.  In April of 1974 there were 

148 spotted in a 24 hours period in 13 States in that area.  Many people were killed and injured. An F-5 tornado, 
which is the worst they get, has wind speeds between 261 and 318 mph and Oklahoma City had one that bad in 
1999.  Strange things happen.  A tornado in Ohio knocked down a farmhouse and everything inside was broken, 
beds, chairs, tables except a mirror, a case of eggs, and a box of Christmas ornaments.   

6. Lightening kills 80 people in the United States every year. More survive than die. The Empire State building gets hit  
about 40 times a year.  One man woke up after being hit 48 ft. from where he had been standing. The grass 
completely died in the shape of his feet where he had been standing.  Another man was hit and since then does not 
feel any pain.  He cut off a fingertip and didn’t even feel it, doesn’t need Novocain or to wear a coat in the winter. 

7. A Category one hurricane has wind speeds between 74 and 95 miles per hour.  A Category 5 are winds greater than 
155 mph but Hurricane Katrina had wind speeds of 190 to 200 mph.  A wind speed of 231 mph was recorded at the 
top of Mr. Washington in New Hampshire in 1934 and is the record across land wind speed.

IF HEAT RISES WHY IS SO COLD ON 
THE TOP OF A MOUNTAIN? 
 
Warm air does rise.  The main place it is 
heated is at the earth’s surface where it is 
warmed by sunlight, which causes 
updrafts of rising air.  As we go up air 
pressure gets less so the rising air 
expands.  Expanding air cools.  It goes 
down 3 or 4 degrees for every thousand 
feet higher it goes up.
