CUBMASTER MINUTE WHAT A ELECTRICAL CORD MESS! FIND
BE CAREFUL YOUR WAY FROM THE WALL TO THE LAMP.

Materials: Whole apple and pocketknife.
Earth Day comes in April as a reminder to be careful
with our home planet. There is also an old song
about “April showers bring May flowers.” These
remind me how precious and valuable water is, and
how important it is to us it wisely.
Imagine that this apple is the whole world. 3/4 of the
world is covered with water, and only onel/4 is
covered by land. [Cut off one quarter of the apple
and put on table].
Out of the 3/4 covered in water, only about 3 percent
is fresh water and the rest is salt water, mostly in the
oceans. [Cut a thin sliver from the apple and hold up
for all to see].
Of the 3% slice about 2/3 is not available. Most is
frozen at the North and South Pole and other hard to
reach places. [Cut off 2/3 of the thin sliver hold up for
all to see]. Only this thin sliver is left. All the fresh
water that is available to life on the surface of the
land. This is all the fresh water we have. What would
happen to us if we ruin this thin sliver with pollution?
[Eat the thin sliver in one bite]. We would be gone
just like that. Be careful with the world. We need to
save it for the future.

WORM HOUSE OUT OF EMPTY BOTTLE Can be used for Webelos Naturalists #2. Keep an insect
200, collect, observe and release.

Worms are the world best friends; they turn bad soil into something that will grow us food. Watch worms
turn trash into soil by building a soil recycler.

Take a salad dressing jar and put a piece of screen over the top. Fill with layers of dirt, and various
materials; shredded paper, leaves, vegetable peelings, grass clippings. Dampen a little but not too
much, worms will die if it is too wet. Collect about 6 worms and put in jar. Put a brown paper sack
around jar because worms like it dark. Occasionally take it off to watch what is happening. In about a
week everything out on a clean newspaper to see what has happened? How does the soil look? Have
the worms multiplied?  This was fun, we chose a spot to dig under the apple tree, as | didn't want
them digging in the garden or flower beds and | was surprised that we were able to find plenty of worms
without much effort for several boys. We poured them out in a week but it needs to go longer.
