CRAFT
SECRET BOOK

Buy a regular book at the DI with a nice cover and one
you don’t mind having in the bookcase but don’t want.
Cut out the center of the pages, leaving about an inch that
shows. Then glue the pages together so they make a
solid wall. Store you valuables inside and put it into the

‘ bookcase where only you will know which one it is.

CARD TRICK
A lot of cards have ‘one way
backs’. Pictures or designs
on the backs that are not
symmetrical. These are
easy to fan the card with the
backs all pointing in the
same direction and have a
person chose a card but
when you put it back in the
deck you put it in upside
down so you can see easily
on the back the odd card.

DEFYING GRAVITY
Get a small box of
matches, break one
match and wedge it in
so it holds the other
matches in place.
Mystify audience by
turning box upside
down and opening lid
and not having any
matches fall out.

UNMIXABLE WATER You could do
this for Air Pressure in WEBELOS
Scientist

Everyone knows that red and blue
make purple when they are mixed.
Take 2 pint canning jars. Fill one
with hot water with some blue food
color in it till it is so full that it nearly
runs over the top. Fill the other with
cold water with some red food color
in it the same depth. Lay an index
card across the top of the blue jar
and quickly turn it over and place it
on top of the cold water in the red
jar. Slide out the card. A thin purple
line will appear but they will not mix.
Why: Hot water rises so the cold
water stays in the bottom jar and the
hot water stays in its jar.

Another method is to square up the
pack and make two or three
straight pencil lines at one end of
the pack crossing every card. Fan
the cards, the person chooses,
turn the pack so the card is put
back in the pack with the line on
the unlined side. It is easy to pick
it out of the nack.

SNAKE AND BIRD
This is an amusing optical illusion showing the snake waiting to
swallow the bird. To see him do it bring the paper close to your
eyes and see the bird fly on a bee-line into the snakes mouth.
