away from them. 
Participants 
compete as individuals and teams. Each 
participating team will receive a Norbest 
Turkey gift certificate. Winning individuals and 
teams will be announced at the event. The top 
team trophy and best individual shooter 
medals will be awarded at Council Varsity 
round table at Murray High School on 
Wednesday, November 16. 
     Each team will consist of five members. 
One member may be an adult leader. Each 
shooter will shoot at 25 clay pigeons. The 
shooter will fire one round at each target. 
Targets are provided, however each shooter 
must provide their own shells and shotguns 
and eye and ear protections. (Shells are 
available for purchase at the Great Salt Lake 
Gun Club.) 
     Teams are urged to practice before the 
competition. Not only will this increase your 
chances or scoring well for prizes but will also 
give you an opportunity to learn gun safety in 

a less crowded atmosphere. Gun range 
orientation is mandatory before shooting. 
     Due to a limited number of shooting 
stations, teams are encouraged to sign up in 
advance at the service center camp desk or 
one of the Scout Shops. Teams may also 
register with a credit card by phone (582-
3663). Time slots are arranged in 30-minute 
increments. The cost is $35.00 per team. 
Teams should remember to bring their 
registration receipt with them to the 
competition. Individuals should dress warmly 
and bring a snack.  Teams that haven’t 
registered in advance may fill an open slot but 
may expect a lengthy wait.

     If you have been in Scouting for some time 
you have heard the admonition “Every boy 
deserves a trained leader.”  These six words 
remind adults that the program works at its 
best if they take the time to get trained. Some 
of the most skilled men and women I know 
dedicate many, many hours to training. Police, 
firefighters and medical personnel know that 
they are only as good as the training they 
receive. It takes study, classroom work and 
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application to bring about a highly skilled and competent individual who can perform the 
requirements necessary to protect and save 
lives. It would be a great injustice and harmful 
to place an ordinary citizen in front of a 
burning apartment and tell him to save the 
people inside and put out the fire. We do 
somewhat the same injustice to boys when a 
new leader is called but offer no training. In 
Varsity Scouting the training begins with New 
Leaders Essentials. Basic Training continues 
the education process, which leads to Wood 
Badge for the 21st Century. Whether you are 
the Team Coach, Committee Member, or 
Program Adviser, training is essential to the 
successful delivery of the program to the boy. 
Our boys need trained leaders, leaders who 
know the mission of Scouting and provide all 
the aims and methods to help guide young 
men into adulthood. Our boys deserve it and 
doing it will enhance our ability in influence 
boys. Remember too that like our highly skill 
public and medical teams, continued training 
refreshes our skills and ability to improve. 
 Note:  For a personal and confidential 
evaluation on your skill and knowledge level 
visit www.scouting.org/boyscouts/training/ 
start.jsp. Plan on spending an hour or so for 
there are many questions to answer. After 
your completion there will be a score and 
direction as to what you courses you can take 
to improve.
