The Utah Healing Field Flag Memorial has invited Utah Scouts to participate in the annual 9/11 memorial in Sandy. (see attached flyer)

The memorial will be held in Sandy City September 8-13, 2011 and will commemorate the tragic loss that took place 10 years ago with a display of more than 3000 American flags. It will also honor front line responders and those who serve in the armed forces, risking their lives for the safety and freedom of all American citizens.

Highlights of the event include the dedication of a bronze memorial statue, musical performances, the state’s largest-ever emergency vehicle display, a motorcycle rally, bagpipes, honor guard, and the reading of victims’ names.

Event organizers have invited Scouts to participate in the following manner--

LINE THE STREETS FOR THE MOTORCYCLE RALLY

It would be a very powerful gesture to have Scouts in communities where the motorcycle rally is passing through (as per attached map link) to line the streets with whatever flags they have or just in uniform (Saturday September 10th). For example, as they pass down State Street, Scouts could work their way to the procession/parade route Saturday afternoon.  The ride will leave Sandy City Hall area at 1 pm and progress at a 20 to 30 mph pace along state street north as the route indicates arriving at the Ogden destination by 2:30pm. The ride will be led by the Highway Patrol and have fire apparatus in the entourage.  They are expecting at least 500 to 1,500 riders depending on the weather.
